Each team must supply a game ball to the umpire.

Uniform shirts must be worn and tucked in. No jewes allowed.

All players bat. Late arriving players will be adtito the end of the line-up with no penalty.
Catchers must wear a mask, chest protector andyshimls.

All batters and base runners will wear batting hetgwith chinstraps and facemasks.

All players will play defense. The infield shouwdnsist of a catcher, a pitcher, a shortstop, and
three basemen. The remainder (no limit) of thggaswill play in the outfield at least 10’
behind the base line.

All players must play at least 1 inning in an itdi@osition other than catcher. Please rotate
players in as many positions as possible.

Please have the catcher ready early, to keep the gaoving.

The player up to bat and the on-deck player aretietwo people that are allowed to swing
the bat. Be sure that the on-deck circle is iafa place on the side of the infield.

Players who are not batting or running bases shoeilseated on their bench. Please do not
allow players to sit on the back of the benchesarnrg on the fence.

Only BVYSA players will be allowed to play in leagigames.

Single games begin at 7:00. No new inning mayrbafier 1 hour 30 minutes of play in single
games. The inning will be completed unless thedteam is ahead. The umpire may stop a
game when safety becomes an issue due to darkness.
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Double headers begin at 6:00 and 7:30. No nemgwniay begin after 1 hour 15 minutes of
play when double headers are scheduled. The immihge completed unless the home team
is ahead. The second game of the double headdyegih as close to 7:30 as possible. The
umpire may stop a game when safety becomes andssu® darkness.

All teams should have a first aid kit availablealitgames.

If a gameis cancelled due to weather, the game will not be rescheduled.

Games must stop if there is lightning. Howevemega will be played in the rain as long as it is
just sprinkling. Remember if the game stops aftarting it will not be rescheduled.

There will be no tournaments; all players will rieeeparticipation ribbons at the end of the
season.

All games will be played with at least 6 players g&am or a forfeit will result.
